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River vision taklng shape

CONSTRUCTION on a
$260 million West End
apartment building is under
wayv, signalling another step
in the riverside renewal
process.

Stage one of Pradella’s
eight-storey Waters Edge
complex at 368 Duncan St
will feature 122 luxury
apartments set amid
4000sqm of “waterscaped”
grounds including lagoon
wading pools, outdoor
kitchen and barbecue shel-
ters, and a lap pool.

Pradella sales and market-
ing director Ross Higgins
said the project would cre-
ate 1500 jobs at a time when
the building industrv. and
the economy. needed them
most.

“The project represents a
significant boost to the local
construction industry,
which has faced massive
disruption as a result of the
global financial crisis stall-
ing and cancelling numer-
ous developments around
Brisbane,”” he said.

Mr Higgins said more than
half of the stage one apart-
ments had already been sold
off the plan.

Once complete, Waters
Edge would comprise two
elght-storey buildings with
the first building, called
Eeach, containing a mix-
ture of one, two and three-

bedroom configurations
priced from $550,000 as well
as 16 three-bedroom river-
front apartiments starting at
$1.795 million.

Councillor Helen
Abrahams (The Gabba) said
Waters Edge had received a
stamp of approval “in the
main' from the community.

She said the development
was consistent with the
height limits for that area
mmposed by the West End
Woolloongabba Loeal Plan,

and was an example of what
could be achieved in the
place of “excessive” multi-
storey developments pro-
posed elsewhere.
